What is AWANA? 

Awana is a Biblically-based program for children and youth, from age 2 to grade 8, that combines fun and excitement, while teaching the gospel of Jesus Christ and how to serve Him.  Awana is rooted in the idea that children can have fun while learning God’s Word.  Awana meets Wednesday evening between 5:55 until 7:30 – 8:00 (depending upon age/grade level).
AWANA is fun!
The weekly meetings are filled with enriching experiences that consistently expose children to the gospel message, Scripture memory, Bible study, team-oriented games, and incredible fun.

A dedicated team of leaders, directors, and commanders provide fun, encouragement, and individualized attention for each child.

AWANA at Calvary
Calvary Community Church offers five different Clubs within the Awana program. From pre-school to middle-school, children and youth have fun while they participate.  
Awana Club is broken up into three segments at each meeting

Council Time – is an interactive, large group segment featuring Bible teachings, singing, guest speakers, testimonials, announcements, and Bible messages.

Handbook Time – in small groups leaders guide clubbers in their achievement of entrance booklets, handbooks, handbook reviews, and Scripture memorization.

Game Time – where kids of all ages enjoy participating in fun, age-appropriate games.  Game time features dozens of organized games, which allow kids to have fun while learning important lessons about sportsmanship and fair play.

Meet the Clubs 
PUGGLES  
Awana Puggles is an enriching program for 2 (and some 3) year olds that presents basic biblical concepts. Awana Puggles teaches toddlers simple biblical lessons through teaching cards, activities, music, and more. 

CUBBIES (Preschoolers)
Cubbies is the Awana club for preschoolers, the two years before they start Kindergarten, that offers fun – and lots of it – with a purpose:   to reach and train kids for Jesus Christ.   Games, puppets, crafts, awards, and other activities transform the preschool program into a lively weekly experience where fun and learning go hand in hand. 

SPARKS 
The Sparks program is for children in kindergarten through second grade. The curriculum takes kids a step deeper into God’s Word while giving boys and girls regular opportunities to hear the gospel and come to faith in Jesus Christ.  In three years, a child will learn and review over 65 verses, many of which cover salvation and key Christian doctrine, establishing a foundation of biblical wisdom. 

T&T -- Truth and Training
Welcome to the wonderful world of T&T! Third through fifth-grade children will memorize and understand God’s Word through the T&T program.  The name Truth & Training reflects the program’s focus  to teach boys and girls the truth of God’s Word and to train them to follow Christ in their daily lives. 

TREK
Sixth  through 8th grade.  Middle-school students often are challenged by decisions thrust on them before their worldviews are fully developed.  Many middle-schoolers are beginning to wrestle with some significant choices.

The name Trek embodies the belief that the Christian walk is not a weekend or one night assignment, but a “trek” that continues throughout every hour of every day.

Trek is all about creating a vibrant and engaging ministry that helps teens ask questions and find answers from Scripture.  This will help to build a solid foundation for decision-making and growth in their relationship with Jesus Christ.
